Short term:

Advantages:

· Women have more energy for work

· Greater income from women so respected
· Now have a decisive voice on birth

· Couples in coastal areas are wealthier

· Cash bonuses, longer maternity leave, preferential housing

Disadvantages:

· Lack of freedom

· Forced sterilisation, abortions

· Infanticide

· Preference of sons over daughters

· Brides taken from neighbouring countries

· ‘Little emperors’ 

Longer term:

Advantages

· Reduction in population avoids starvation. 

· Improved living standards/more resources to go round.

· Closer to the ‘optimum’ population.
· Able to modernise; agriculture & industry
Disadvantages:

· Ratio of men to women imbalanced

· Murder, torture and abortion common place

· No-one to look after the elderly ( state has to look after them (very expensive).

Attitudes:

– Less children, people believe they have more energy and time fore other pursuits

· Makes family wealthier

· Improved economic status of women ( opinions respected

· Some people brainwashed to believe that this is the only way the country can avoid crisis 

Moral implications:

· Peoples’ right to choose taken away. (no. of children, whether to abort, or be sterilised etc.)
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
